Are books more important than experience?

Books contain lots of knowledge which is vital but then again its all theoretical and is made from peoples ideas and personal experience which for them may be successful but for others not. Also you don’t make mistakes when reading a book so how can you learn from them but whilst doing practical for sure you will make some mistakes and therefore you can learn from them.
